History of the Holocaust Class  
Instructor:  Judith Fai-Podlipnik, Ph.D. 

 
6-week course beginning Tuesday, March 16, 2010  - 7:00 – 8:15 p.m. 
Free to BHT members/$75 for non-BHT members 
Following the general outline of the basic concepts that shape how we examine the Shoah- its 
emergence, evolution, underlying causes, events and reactions from both the perpetrators and 
victims- this seminar will specifically focus upon those, other than the Nazi Germans, who were 
willing collaborators in the genocide during World War II.  Unbeknownst to many, several 
collaborating nations and organizations were willing and even eager to rid themselves of Jews, and 
were therefore just as responsible for the murder of millions of innocents as were the Nazis. Through 
lecture, readings and films, we will examine the undeniable existence of anti-Semitism in Hungary, 
Rumania, France, Slovakia and the Catholic Church (many more exist, but time constraints limit 
those that we can study closely), and how they voluntarily participated and even initiated the torture, 
torment and murder, known to many as the Holocaust. 
 
Judith Fai-Podlipnik  grew up in Kenosha WI, the daughter of the late Dr. Leslie Fai and Zlata 
Podlipnik.  After graduating from The Prairie School, she earned her B.A. in Psychology and History 
from Tulane University and her M.A. and Ph.D. from The Florida State University, specializing in 
Modern Eastern European History with an emphasis on World War II and the immediate post-war 
era.  Until 2009, she was Associate Professor of Modern European History at Southeastern Louisiana 
University.  Moreover, for thirteen years she served as Honorary Lecturer (Keynote Speaker June 
2009) for The Florida State University’s Holocaust Institute for Educators; received grants from the 
Holocaust Educational Foundation to partake in its East European Study Seminar, Holocaust 
Summer Seminar at Northwestern University, and Lessons and Legacies at Yad Vashem; and 
attended the Silberman Seminar for University Faculty hosted and sponsored by the U.S. Holocaust 
Museum in Washington D.C.  She recently accepted the honor of serving as Assistant to the 
President of the Holocaust Educational Foundation, in January to become the Holocaust Educational 
Foundation at Northwestern University.
